The Groveland Asset Rehabilitation and Beautification
Project is now underway, thanks to the $1,027,145 grant funded by the Clean California Local Grant Program. The
funding will support the improvement and addition of several amenities to enhance accessibility and functionality.

We are equally excited about the upcoming Hetch Hetchy Railroad (HHR) Phase 1 Trail Project, which is set to be
completed by 2028. This project is generously funded through State and Federal Transportation grants, totaling $5.4
million. Phase 1 of the project will feature a 1.7-mile trail that will connect the Groveland Sports Complex to Deer
Flat Road, offering both locals and visitors a beautiful and accessible outdoor route to enjoy.
